Average House Price Continues to Rise in Burlington 

 
(December 6, 2011 – Hamilton, Ontario)  The November residential real estate market in Burlington saw 
an increase of 13.8 per cent in average sale price when compared to the same month last year, 
according to Multiple Listing Service® (MLS®) statistics released today by the REALTORS® Association 
of Hamilton-Burlington (RAHB).   
 
For the residential market overall, numbers of listings were down 3.2 per cent from last year, and the 
number of sales was virtually the same as in November of last year.  Despite the small drop in number of 
listings, listing and sales were still higher the ten-year average for the month of November.   
 
The residential freehold market showed the greatest gains for the month, with a 1.9 per cent increase in 
number of sales and 15.4 per cent increase in average sale prices when compared to November of last 
year.   
 
The condominium market saw a 2.6 per cent decrease in the number of sales compared to November of 
last year, but the average sale price rose 5.9 per cent.   
 
“The average sale price of all residential properties continues to rise in Burlington,” said RAHB President 
Ann Forbes Arndt. “Year to date, the average sale price has increased 7.3 per cent over the same period 
last year.” 
 
Also year to date, sales of freehold properties are up virtually even with the same eleven-month period 
last year.  Condominium sales are down 1.6 per cent to last year, while sales of freehold units are very 
slightly ahead of last year at the same time.
